II. WALFRID KUJALA MASTERCLASSÑ SATURDAY, MARCH 
24TH  

Walfrid Kujala, former principal piccolo of the Chicago Symphony Orchestra 
and professor of flute at Northwestern University, will conduct a three hour 
masterclass on Saturday, March 24, 2007, from 1-4 PM at the auditorium at 
the University of Missouri-St. Louis music building, 1 University Boulevard, 
St. Louis,  MO 63121. The masterclass will focus on orchestral excerpts, 
based on Mr. KujalaÕs recently published book, Orchestral Techniques  for 
Flute and Piccolo: An Audition Guide and Inside Look at Symphonic 
Performance Traditions (Progress Press, 2006). An accompanist will be 
provided for the performers, who will be selected after submitting audition 
tapes/CDs. Deadline to submit  tapes/CDs is February 28, 2007. The 
masterclass application form is included in this newsletter, and will also be 
available for download on the Flute Society website, 
http://www.flutesocietyofsaintlouis.org.

Rhonda Larson will be guest artist and adjudicator of the second annual 
Scholarship Competition, which will take place this year in conjunction with 
Flute Day 2007. There will be three divisions this year, Middle School (no 
cash award), High School and College (cash awards in both divisions). 
Application requirements and forms will be posted on the Flute Society 
website and will also be mailed to area teachers and music schools. For 
more information about the Scholarship Competition, contact Anita Uhlmann 
at anitauhlmann@yahoo.com. Flute Day attendees may sit in on the 
Scholarship Competition or may participate in a variety of workshops 
conducted by local professional musicians and college-level instructors. In 
the past, workshops have covered such topics as jazz improvisation, 
preparing for auditions, piccolo and alto flute technique, Irish and Native 
American flute technique, French flute music, flute repair, and using 
computer software to compose and transcribe music. Local and regional 
music stores and flute-makers that are patrons of FSSL will exhibit flutes, 
flute music, and flute accessories. The Flute SocietyÕs middle school, high 
school, and adult amateur flute choirs will also perform at set times during 
the festivities.

¥ All masterclass participants will be chosen by taped audition. A total of 6-7 performers and one alternate 
will 
   be chosen.   
¥ All applicants must be current members of the Flute Society of St. Louis.  If not a member, please include 
   membership dues with application.  Dues are $12.50 for students, $25 for adults. 
¥ Works with accompaniment do not need to be recorded with accompaniment. 
¥ The CD/cassette should include no more than 10 minutes of standard solo or orchestral repertoire. The 
   CD/cassette must be of high quality, with no extraneous materials such as spoken comments.  Please list 
   musical selections on either the CD/cassette or case.  No identif ication should appear anywhere on the  
   audition CD/cassette or case.  
¥ A short biographical sketch (approximately one paragraph) must be included with the audition materials.  
  Email is preferred. Please send to anitauhlmann@yahoo.com. 
¥ The decision of the judges is f inal. 
¥ All applications must be received complete by Wednesday, February 28, 2007. All applicants will be 
   notif ied of the results within one week of the deadline.
